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Travel Directions 

The office is located within five minutes walking distance from the metro station Arts- 

Loi/Kunst-Wet which is conveniently reachable by all metro lines. Upon exit from the 

metro station, please turn right and walk along Avenue Des Arts. Take again the first 

right along Rue Joseph II. Then take the first left (Rue Marie-Thérèse). The office is 

on your right-hand side after ca. 150m. 

The fastest way to travel within Brussels is by metro or train. If you arrive at 

1. Brussels Airport Zaventem 

Please take the airport train to Gare Central. The airport train station is located 

below the terminal (basement level -1). Up to four trains an hour connect the airport 

to Brussels main train stations. From Gare Central, please take Metro Line 5 

(Direction Herman Debroux) or Metro Line 1 (Direction Stockel/Stokkel) and exit 

at Arts-Loi/Kunst-Wet. Then please follow the instructions mentioned above. 

 

2. Gare du Midi 

From Gare du Midi, please take the Metro Line 2 or Metro Line 6 (Direction 

Simonis (Elisabeth)). Exit at Arts-Loi/Kunst-Wet. Then please follow the 

instructions mentioned above. 

 

3. Gare Central 

From Gare Central, please take Metro Line 5 (Direction Herman Debroux) or 

Metro Line 1 (Direction Stockel/Stokkel) and exit at Arts-Loi/Kunst-Wet. Then 

please follow the instructions mentioned above. 

 

4. Gare du Nord/Noord Station 

From Gare du Nord, please take the Metro 3 (Direction Churchill) or 4 (Direction 

Stalle). Exit at Rogier and take Metro Line 2 or 6 (Direction Simonis (Elisabeth). 

Exit at Arts-Loi/Kunst-Wet. Then please follow the instructions mentioned above.
